After an in-depth introduction on the topic of memorialization and a Monument Tour through both Sarajevo and Istočno-Sarajevo (guided by local experts), you will ,in small groups, research a particular monument, and then, film and interview people’s perceptions on the street, ultimately, creating your own short video clip under the guidance of professional editors. 

The workshop will end with a screening of the video clips during the Sarajevo Film Festival and a public discussion.
